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GENERAL INFORMATION

Each student is assigned a textbook and a note-taking guide.  It is expected that BOTH of these items will be with the student each time he/she enters the math classroom.  

Pencils are required to be used – no work done in pen or erasable pen is allowed.  

A 1½-inch binder is expected and a package of graph paper is recommended.

GRADING PROCEDURE

    NOTETAKING GUIDE……………………………………………………………………………………………..……………...
As part of each section, the note-taking guide will be utilized to help outline the crucial information.  Vocabulary, examples and practice problems are included to assist the student in their understanding of mathematical procedures and processes.  This is an excellent tool for each student and their families when working at home.

The note-taking guide will be collected for grading prior to progress reports and report cards. (Possibly other times at my discretion,) As long as the note-taking guide is being utilized properly, complete and kept up to date, the student will receive the appropriate credit.

The note-taking guide is worth 20% of the trimester grade.

    HOMEWORK……………………………………………………………………………………………………………………….
Homework is graded on a credit/no credit basis.  In order for the work to be accepted, the student must have attempted all problems assigned and have obtained a 70% (C-) or higher.

If the paper was not a C- or higher, the student may request to re-do all of the incorrect problems.  The re-done paper must be turned in the following day and be a C- or higher in order to receive full credit.

If all of the problems were not attempted, the student may choose to turn it in late for half-credit.

Late papers will be accepted ONE day late and are not allowed to be re-done.  The papers highest possible value will be half-credit.

Homework and classroom work together are worth 25% of the trimester grade.

    QUIZZES / ACTIVITIES…………………………………………………………………………………………………………..
There will be quizzes during each trimester… most will be announced.  Activities will be graded in this area also.
If an absence causes a quiz or activity to be missed, THE STUDENT must make arrangements to get the quiz made-up as soon as possible.

Quizzes are worth 25% of the trimester grade.

    TESTS………………………………………………………………………………………………………………………………
There will be tests during each trimester.  Tests will be announced and posted, including the sections that will be tested, at least two days prior.  A study guide will be given either in verbal form for the students to take notes, or in written form the day before the test.

If an absence causes a test to be missed, THE STUDENT must make arrangements to get the test made-up as soon as possible.

Tests are worth 30% of the trimester grade.


ALGEBRA:

This class is based on the curriculum and standards designated by the State of Michigan for the first half of Algebra I.  Students proving their understanding of these standards on the final exam will earn high school credit and schedule to take Algebra IB their freshman year.  If the student is unable to demonstrate understanding on the final exam, no high school credit will be earned and they will schedule to re-take Algebra IA at the high school.
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PRE-ALGEBRA
The test for the class is Pre-Algebra, published by McDougal Littell.  Students may find additional resources at classzone.com.

ALGEBRA  IA

The text for the class is Algebra 1, published by McDougal Littell.  Students may also find the text on-line at classzone.com along with other resources.  Directions are found on the classroom website.
